Base information about product
Wireless bell, button for wireless bell of IEK trademark (hereinafter referred 

to as devices) are designed to send a short sound signal in residential, public and 
office premises at a distance. The bell works autonomously (from batteries).

WIRELESS BELL. BUTTON FOR WIRELESS BELLEN
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à)  Using         button you can set one of five volume values. 

Using a hand tool, open the battery compartment, insert the batteries, and 
close the battery compartment cover. Mount the base on a flat surface using a 
hanger or self-tapping screws. The overall dimensions of the mounting holes are 
shown in figures 1–5.

f)  Reset. To reset all settings, hold the melody selection button  for „
5 seconds. This will be followed by a double sound, which means that the reset 
has been successfully completed. To check the reset of the settings, you must 
press the button of the transmitter, when you press the button of the transmitter, 
the receiver will not respond.

b)  Using  buttons you can select the melody to play. ѓ„

b)  When the receiver is turned on, it will emit a beep, this state indicates 
readiness for operation. 

c)  To switch to pairing mode, hold down the melody selection button        for 
3 seconds. Upon completion of entering the pairing mode, the receiver will 
sound, this will mean that the receiver is ready for pairing. Press the button on the 
transmitter to send the pairing signal to the receiver. In case of successful 
pairing, the receiver will sound the selected melody.

d)  Pairing mode will end automatically after pairing is complete.

d)  Pairing mode will end automatically after pairing is complete, or you can 
exit pairing mode by double-pressing the melody selection button. When exiting 
pairing mode, the receiver will sound twice.

à)  It is possible to set 5 volume levels. Press the VOL button once to adjust 
the volume level. By default, the volume is set to maximum.

e)  The duration of the pairing mode is 5 seconds.

c)  To set the receiver into pairing mode, you must hold down the volume 
control button on the receiver for 5 seconds. Upon completion of pairing, the 
receiver will sound; the receiver will have a continuous light signaling, this will 
mean that the receiver is ready for pairing. Press the button on the transmitter to 
send the pairing signal to the receiver. In case of successful pairing, the receiver 
will sound the selected melody

Installation and operation rules

g)  Pairing two or more transmitters. Pairing mode is only available for one 
transmitter at a time. To pair two or more transmitters, follow steps a)–d). For 
each individual transmitter, it is possible to set an individual melody.
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d)  Pairing two or more buttons. The maximum number of paired transmitters 
is 5 pcs.

c)  It is possible to set 5 volume levels. Press the VOL button once to adjust 
the volume level. Press the VOL volume setting button until the required level is 
reached.

g)  You can set your own melody for each transmitter. To do this, until the 
moment of pairing, press the melody selection button,      then repeat the pairing 
process e). 

b)  To select a melody, press the button     .

e)  The duration of the pairing mode is 15 seconds.

e)  To enter the pairing mode, press the CODE button once until the receiver 
starts emitting a light and sound signal. Then press the button on the transmitter. 
If pairing is successful, the receiver sounds.

f)  Reset. To clear all settings, hold the melody selection button until you 
reach a four-time sound. This means the pairing is cleared. To check, you must 
press the button of the transmitter, when you press the button, the receiver will 
not respond.

Pairing of DZB1-58Ì and DZB2-58Ì bells with button KZB1
To pair buttons and bells, you need to set the bell to pairing mode, for this 

you need to hold the volume button on the bell for 5 seconds. Then a sound 

à)  Selecting the notification mode. With the MODE button, you can select 
3 different notification modes: sound notification mode, light notification mode, 
sound notification mode and light notification mode. When you press the MODE 
button, each mode will have a corresponding function.

h)  To select a melody, press the melody selection button      once. When the 
receiver is powered off, the default melody will be set.

The devices are stored in the manufacturer's package in rooms with natural 
ventilation at  ambient temperature of + 5 °Ñ to + 40 °Ñ and a relative humidity of 
no more than 60 % at a temperature of 20 °Ñ. During storage, moisture 
condensation and icing are not allowed

Service life and manufacturer's warranties

Claims for devices with case damages and marks of tampering will not be 
accepted.

The service life of the devices is 10 years.

The devices are disposed in accordance with the rules for the disposal of 
household electronic equipment.

The devices are transported in the manufacturer's package by any type of 
covered transport that protects the packaged bells from mechanical damages, 
dirt and moisture ingress at temperatures from minus 30 °Ñ to 70 °Ñ.
